USE OF BODY CAMERAS BY CLA MARINE PATROL OFFICERS (Will Meikle)

The CLA Marine Patrol is seeking to hire several POST-certified officers. The new police accountability act goes
into effect on July 1, 2022, and requires all POST-certified officers to wear body cameras. The Town of Redding
approached the CLA with an offer to sell 17 of their body cameras including all the accompanying equipment, as
well as a policy with an external firm for $2,500. This purchase was approved in the last Public Safety meeting
and will be drawn from their existing budget. It was noted that all CLA LPOs would wear body cameras.
